Jan 20 UNITED STATES TO LISBON

Your tour 
today will also take in views of the Monument of 
Discoveries which was built in honor of Henry the 
Navigator; the historic neighborhood of Baixa in 
downtown Lisbon; the Praco do Comerciao which is a 
large harbor facing plaza; and the Abril Suspension 
Bridge.

Sat, Jan 25 LISBON CITY TOUR

in the early 1500s near where Vasco da Gama's 
departed on his first journey. In 1880, da Gama's 
remains were moved to new tombs a few meters away 
from the tombs of the kings Manuel I and John III. Next 
visit Belem Tower, a 16th-century fortification that 
served as a point of embarkation for Portuguese 
explorers and as a ceremonial gateway to Lisbon. 
Continue your tour to visit Fronteira Palace, or The 
Palace of the Marquesses of Fronteira. It was built in 
1671 as a hunting pavilion to Don João de 
Mascarenhas, 1st Marquis of Fronteira, who received 
his title from King Afonso VI of Portugal for his loyalty. 
The palace is now the private residence of the 
Marquesses of Fronteira. The remainder of the day is at 
leisure. This evening enjoy a farewell dinner at your 
hotel.
